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Although the devil has tried to discourage and stop the Lord’s work, we have seen many blessings as well as spiritual and physical growth in the churches.  From have had special days and hard work from the church people and God is raising the attendance in both churches.  Because the auditorium had been filling up in the Lighthouse Baptist Church the past few weeks, we decided to break down a partition and enlarge the auditorium.  It was a great encouragement and challenge for the church as we have talked about it for the last 2 years of one day needing to tear down the wall.  God is good and has the greatest things yet still ahead in the future!  


During the month of August, the second semester of the Bible Institute began.  The Lord is working among the young men and ladies and it is a blessing to see them excited about His work.  Right now we are having classes on music/song leading with Bro. Ted Anderson who traveled from Arizona to be with us.  He has been a great blessing and encouragement to the students.  While he was here we had a Music Night at the church and were blessed as he played the piano and trumpet.  Others in the church played the piano, harmonica, guitar and sang many sang.  


Along with the blessings God has given us we also have some urgent prayer requests.  About 2 months ago we were told we had to leave the building the Grace Baptist Church was renting.  We began searching for another building or even land to purchase.  We are now meeting in one of the members house as we God to take us to the next step.  We quickly have outgrown the members space and with other ministries it has become difficult to stay at a house.  We have found a wonderful building to buy at the price of $20,000, but we are still praying that the Lord will provide the needed funds for this building or if it is not His will that He will show us to something else.


The Lighthouse Baptist Church has only 5 months left in the building we are currently renting before the contract ends.  The owner is raising the rent to well over $1,000 (which is more than double of what we pay now) so we are going to be forced to move elsewhere.  We are praying that this would be the time that the Lord would show us the location where He would have this church in the city of La Plata.  Land and buildings in this city are very expensive, especially in the area that would be most strategical to reach more people.  Since we have less than 6 months to leave the current building, we have been looking at different lands.    It will cost approximately $50,000 for decent land, but we have a great God who wants His name in this city of 1 million people.
